REGULATION
OF THE NATIONAL BROADCASTING COUNCIL
of 28 May 2013
concerning a lower share of broadcasts with facilitated access for disabled persons with sight dysfunction and disabled persons with hearing dysfunction on television programmes
(Journal of Laws of 3 June 2013)
Under Article 18a Section 2 of the Broadcasting Act of 29 December 1992 (Journal of Laws 2011, No. 43, item 226, as amended
), the following is hereby ordered:
§ 1 The share of broadcasts with facilitated access for disabled persons with sight dysfunction and disabled persons with hearing dysfunction on television programmes amounts to:
1) at least 1 % of their quarterly transmission time, excluding commercials and teleshopping, for the following programmes:
a) programmes with a population coverage not exceeding 200,000 inhabitants,
b) programmes distributed via telecommunication networks other than those used for distribution by terrestrial broadcasting or by satellite broadcasting if the number of individual recipients does not exceed 50,000,
c) programmes where the average daily transmission time, excluding repeated broadcasts, commercials and teleshopping, does not exceed 2 hours per quarter,
d) specialised music programmes;
2) at least 5 % of their quarterly transmission time, excluding commercials and teleshopping, for the following programmes:
a) programmes with a population coverage not exceeding 500,000 inhabitants,
b) programmes where the average daily transmission time, excluding repeated broadcasts, commercials and teleshopping, does not exceed 5 hours per quarter.
§ 2 Broadcasts with facilitated access for disabled persons with sight dysfunction and disabled persons with hearing dysfunction referred to in § 1 are distributed from 6 a.m. till 11 p.m.
§ 3 This Regulation shall enter into force 14 days from the date of its promulgation.
