I. Translate the following text into English. 

Czeski rząd zdecydował, że od 25 października do Czech nie zostaną wpuszczeni obywatele Federacji Rosyjskiej, nawet jeśli posiadają oni ważną wizę Schengen wydaną przez państwo członkowskie Unii Europejskiej. Polska wykonała identyczny krok wcześniej. Zakaz dotyczy turystów i osób podróżujących w celach sportowych lub kulturalnych. Czeskie MSZ podaje, że w przeciągu ostatniego roku, około 200 obywateli rosyjskich trafia codziennie do Czech m.in. przez lotniska. 
Zanim rząd Czech dołączył do grupy państw członkowskich UE, które nie przyjmują obywateli Rosji na swoim terytorium, naród czeski samodzielnie zdecydował o wykluczeniu produktów i usług firm rosyjskich z rynku.
Minister spraw zagranicznych oświadczył, że rosyjskie ataki rakietowe są dowodem cynizmu i okrucieństwa Putina. Jego celem nie jest zniszczenie infrastruktury wojskowej Kijowa, ale zabijanie cywilów i szerzenie strachu. 
"Myślimy o niewinnych ofiarach i wspieramy Ukrainę w jej sprawiedliwej walce" - napisał szef rządu na Twitterze. Wezwał Rosję do powstrzymania "bezsensownej wojny" i oskarżył Putina o stosowanie metod terrorystycznych. "Jesteśmy świadkami obrzydliwych ataków na niewinnych ludzi, w tym kobiety i dzieci. Putin musi zapłacić za naruszenie porozumień międzynarodowych”.
